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 What lifestyles, values, and points-of-view are represented in or omitted from this message?
I think that the movie On the Waterfront embodies many different types of lifestyles values and point of view.  For example there is the merging of the Mob and the Christian way of life.  The former is a very brute and direct group where they look at everything for what it is.  The latter is a conservative outlook on life where you believe that everyone is fundamentally good and that you have to bring that out of them.  These two point of view are represented by Terry Malloy as a mobster and Edie coming from a Christian background.  These are polar opposites and as you see there views merge on certain issues you find out how much they really contrast.  As the film progresses we are starting to see a bit of each of the character in the other and they bring that out of each other.  For example some of the contrasting values are that in the mob when someone dies your D&D (Deaf and Dumb), where as in the church you are raised to do the right thing and bring those held responsible to justice.  These are the contrasting lifestyles, values and points of view that are portrayed in the movie On the Waterfront.
