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	The message that the film, On the Waterfront, communicates is that even though it seems impossible to stick up for something you believe in, it is possible. For example, in this movie, the gangsters seem to run everything. They have the most power and more money than many of the ordinary people. When a large group of people have a lot of money, they usual take over control of everything. This is the case in On the Waterfront. Terry Malloy is a part of a group of gangsters, along with his brother.
